One early morning awhile back, one of our Board 
Member couples, Dennis and Judith Miller, came in 
carrying some strange looking machine. I had no 

idea what it was. Judith asked for some scrap paper and began 
to demonstrate. I was amazed at what I saw, but even more 
amazed at the story she began telling me. 30 years ago Judith 
worked at Neely’s in Corydon. She just happened to work on a 
machine like this one. Dennis and Judith had stopped by an 
auction the day before⎯ just happened to stop by that auction, 
that day, at the exact time they were selling a box of junk that 
had this machine in it. No one else there knew what it was, so 
they got the whole box for $6.00. This machine is an extra 
large, heavy duty, plastic comb binding machine. It can handle 
up to 2½ inch binding. This perfectly solved one of the prob-
lems we had. When we put the New Hope materials into the 
Bible Study form (and the prison ministry form), it became a 
three-book series. Each book had to go into a one-inch three-
ring binder, which raised our costs quite a bit. Now instead of 
$1.90 per book for the binder, it costs us .06 cents for the plas-
tic binding. We are printing so many of the handbooks now; it 
was really getting difficult for the volunteers who punch the 
holes. The three-hole punch hurts your hand after awhile. This 
new binding machine has a big lever to pull down that punches 
the holes. It is so much easier on your hands. This was just an-
other example of God giving us something that we didn’t even 
know to ask for. We are so blessed by His loving care for us.

oodSearch as Internet Search Engine for an

GoodSearch.com is a new search engine that do-
nates half its revenue, about a penny per search, to 
the charity you designate.

search engine on your computer to GoodSearch (powered by 
Yahoo!) you can designate New Hope Counseling Center as 
the charity you want their donation to go to.

You are not re-
quired to download any special software, sign any agreements, 
or pay any money. It may seem to not be much, but, if just 500 
individuals searched 4 times per day, the number would be an 
amazing $7,300 in support a year for New Hope.

We are so thankful to have a new staff member at 
NHCC. Julie Woodley had been working here at 
the center as a Volunteer since 10/02/06. God had 
arranged her life at that time for her to be able to 

be a full-time Volunteer. She was here faithfully, every day, all 
day long, doing whatever needed to be done. And we can’t 
even begin to explain how thankful we were to have her here, 
because there is always more to do than we can possibly get 
done. God really provided for our serious need. Julie had a 
background in banking and did most of the transferring of all 
our computer bookkeeping over to the new financial software 
system, and countless other jobs. On February 1, 2007 we were 
able to officially hire Julie to be our Administrative Assistant.

She is also now the director of the Prayer Team for the new 
counseling ministry at the Moravia Nazarene Church, which 
was patterned off of New Hope. I want to share something 
with you that Julie wrote to her Prayer Team members re-
cently: 
 Some of you may remember the section near the end of 
the Counselor Handbook in which you were taught to “Speak 
things that be not as though they are.”  When you have a min-
ute, get out your handbook and look in Phase III under De-
clare the Decree.  The sample list happens to be mine!  I began 
to speak it regularly.  If you’ll notice item #13, you’ll see that it 
says, “I no longer work for the bank, but God has put me into 
a position of leadership and travel for His glory.”  This list 
was written in April or May of 2005.  God arranged for me to 
be removed from my job at the bank in November of 2005.  
Then God allowed me to come to work for New Hope.  (Julie 
has just returned home from a trip with stops in Durango & 
Loveland, Colorado, Laramie, Wyoming, Hays, Kansas, and  
Amazonia, Missouri, where she was able to share her testi-
mony and the New Hope materials⎯ just the beginning of her 
“travel for His glory.”) I’ve been through the Counseling and I 
know first hand what God will do when we finally surrender.  
I’m a walkin’ talkin’ poster child!  God is now opening doors 
of opportunity.  Three factors in my life are allowing God to 
use me…I’m single, I’m Totally Surrendered and I’m Willing.  
He knows one of the desires of my heart is to help hurting peo-
ple.
