  It is God’s sovereign hand that guides and directs  

people’s paths to cross. He uses people to signifi-
cantly affect other people’s lives. We had to say goodbye to 
one of those people⎯ a dear friend and co-laborer on July 
26th. Jack Dykes has gone home to be with the Lord. His 
daughter told me at his “Celebration of Life Service” that 
New Hope had made a tremendous impact on his life and 
that their whole family had been affected by the change in 
him. And here I had wanted to tell them what a tremendous 
impact Jack had made on all of us. It was a special blessing 
to get to know Jack and his wife Loretta better when they 
went through one of the New Hope Seminars here at the 
Center. Jack then became a Volunteer and served on a coun-
seling team as a Prayer Partner. I also personally appreciated 
all the times he just came in to see me and to talk. He was 
full of such deep wisdom and insight. He always told me 
how much he cared about me and how much he cared about 
New Hope. He cared very deeply for others. 

It was always a delight when Jack stopped by and he 
never ceased to amaze me. I remember one time especially 
fondly. Shortly after going through the Seminar, Jack came 
into my office one day, walked up to my desk and pointed to 
the New Hope book in his hand. The first thing he said was, 
“Do you know why this is so powerful?” I thought a moment 
and said, “Well…I think it’s because it’s so full of God’s 
Word.” He said, “Do you know how full of God’s Word it 
is?” I said, “Well…not exactly.” He said, “Well I do…There 
are one-thousand eight hundred and ninety-five verses or 
references in here.” I was stunned. He had actually sat down 
and counted every Scripture verse in a 500 page book! I 
would have never thought to do that, to get an exact number, 
but I’m so glad he did. He was right⎯ that was exactly why 
it’s so powerful. The whole thing has gone through another 
updating since then and has even more Scriptures in it now. 
We are still updating Phase III. When we get all done I was 
going to jokingly ask him if he wanted to do a re-count. I 
guess that won’t get done now, but I know he would have 
been very pleased with the number. 

I know my life is richer for having known Jack. His 
life touched the lives of many others, and he will be greatly 
missed. But what rejoicing, what joy, what happiness he is 
experiencing right now−in the presence of his Lord and Sav-
ior, Jesus Christ. 

We want to also thank Jack’s family for the memo-
rial that was given to New Hope. That really touched our 
hearts.

Susie McEntire-Luchsinger performed live at the 
Simon Estes Auditorium June 19th to an enthusi-
astic crowd of over 500 as a benefit for New 

Hope Ministry / New Hope Counseling Center. What an 
awesome opportunity and privilege for us to provide an 
event that ministered to so many people at one time! Several 
months ago, a seed was planted to invite Susie to come and 
sing for New Hope as a Benefit/Fundraiser. After months of 
planning and preparation, everyone in attendance enjoyed a 
wonderful performance. Many people’s hearts were deeply 
touched as Susie shared from her own personal stories and 
struggles. What a blessing as she ministered to an audience  

 

who welcomed her with open arms. Watching her touch the 
hearts of the crowd was blessing enough, however, we were 
doubly blessed with the donations we received. 
 The $3600 raised from the concert kicks off our 
fundraising year and will be applied to our yearly expenses 
need of $76,000. Anything in addition to that would be put 
toward new growth. We look to the Lord to supply all of our 
needs, but we also know that it is through this opportunity 
that God can use others to be a blessing. If you were unable 
to join us for the concert, it’s not too late to contribute. New 
Hope provides Biblical Counseling free of charge as a home 
mission work, plus provides seminars, ministry materials, 
and training to help equip others in their own ministries. We 
have been providing services in our facility in Centerville 
since January of 2004 with Counselees now coming from all 
over the state of Iowa. We have a very unique counseling 
program from which we are seeing remarkable results. Our 
program focuses on the main root problems common to all 
people, from which all other problems and “issues” stem; 
freeing them and giving them purpose for their lives. When 
the roots are properly dealt with first, problems and “issues” 
disappear along the way. We are seeing people set free from 
the bondage of life-controlling problems to become produc-
tive members of society. The outcome from this in-depth 
counseling program is changed lives.  
 New Hope has four staff members and over 75 Vol-
unteers who are giving of their time and talents to serve the 
Lord in this ministry together. Our counseling services and 
seminars are also provided in Albia and Corydon at satellite 
locations. Seminars have also been held in Moravia and 
Corydon. 
 New Hope has become a vital part of our local com-
munities⎯ impacting people’s lives so they can impact the 
world around them. The New Hope Counseling Materials 
have been put into Ministry Kits for Biblical Counseling or a 
pattern for others to duplicate our entire Counseling Center. 
There are now 8 other counseling ministries in Iowa, Kan-
sas, California, and Florida established from the New Hope 
pattern. We have put these same materials into a Bible Study 
form called: New Hope for Spiritual Growth. The formatting 
was adapted from there and put into a Prison/Jail Ministry 
form, and we also have New Hope for Personal Freedom 
which is an individual workbook. This is impacting lives, 
which impacts families, which impacts churches and com-
munities⎯ we are impacting the world one person at a time. 
 Our fundraising efforts are ongoing, so if you 
missed the concert, but would still like to donate to this 
home mission work, you can mail your contribution to New 
Hope Counseling Center, P.O. Box 151, Centerville, IA 
52544.

ideon’s 300 for New Hope 
In Judges Chapters six and seven we read about 
Gideon, a farmer whose task was to deliver 
Israel from the evil stronghold of the Midia-

nites. He was a resourceful man who obeyed God when 
convinced he was doing God’s will and not serving his own 
purposes. 
 God’s Word tells us that Gideon had an army of 
32,000 soldiers at his disposal to battle the Midianites. But 
God determined that only 300 dedicated warriors were 
needed.  God wanted to demonstrate that victory depended 
not on strength or numbers, but on obedience and commit-
ment to Him. Similar to the Marines, God was looking for a 
few good men. 
 The ministry of New Hope Counseling Center 
(NHCC) parallels that of Gideon’s in that NHCC staff and 
volunteers are dedicated, resourceful servants who are en-
gaged in the important battle of releasing ordinary people 
from the bondage of hopelessness by offering genuine hope 
found only through saving faith in Jesus Christ. 
 Just as Gideon needed only a small divinely-
selected army to successfully execute  his ordained mission, 
NHCC staff is seeking a small group of partners who will 
invest in NHCC on a regular monthly basis so they can fo-
cus on their primary mission – providing biblical counseling 
– rather than doing fundraising. 
 While NHCC has many volunteers, it still takes a 
small number of paid professional staff (4), equipment, and 
lots of paper and supplies to write and produce the counsel-
ing materials, operate the ministry, and offer counseling 
services free of charge.  The NHCC staff and board are ef-
fective, efficient stewards of the ministry’s finances, as re-
flected in the disciplined budget and divinely blessed out-
reach success. 
 Gideon’s 300 for New Hope is a unique opportu-
nity for you and/or your church to become personally in-
volved in this life-changing ministry. Three hundred sup-
porters giving $30 each per month will enable NHCC to 
meet the ever increasing calls for help from hurting indi-
viduals and families.
